Background
Mr David Pettavel landed on Australia's shores from Switzerland in 1842 
to continue his family trade of grape growing and winemaking in 
Geelong. Our Winery is named Pettavel in recognition of the 
achievements of Mr Pettavel, one of the early Pioneers of the Australian 
Wine Industry.

Winemaker Notes
This inaugural release of Pettavel Émigré Shiraz is a wine made from 
grapes grown in our own Strathmore vineyard located on the high banks 
of the Moorabool river. The combination of hot dry days and cool 
maritime evening breezes ensured that the grapes ripened slowly to full 
maturity, capturing the flavours of the geelong region.

Aged for eighteen months in new American oak hogsheads, the Émigré 
Shiraz is a full bodied, textured wine displaying spicy red berry fruit and 
integrated perfumed oak. 

Decanting prior to serving is recommended as deposits may have formed 
during maturation.
